This year's Symposium, Prenatal and Early Life Exposures: How Environment
Toxins Affect the Course of Childhood, reminds me of a wonderful quote from our
friend, colleague, and fellow board member, Dr. Kdden, who when he was at the
National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences, stated, " A little kid goes from
single cell to a laughing, sociable, intelligent, friendly human being over a course ¢
two years that's dramatic"This is what we hopfr under the best of circumstances.
However, given the advances that have taken place in our understanding and cart
analysis of environmental exposure pathways from toxicants during critical windov
this child's development, we recognize the potahtio damage these natural
processes that may lead to a lifetime of irreversible hatmsuch scenarios, the
timing of the exposure for the developing fetus, or young child is many times more
damaging, as is the type of defect, than if it were to occhemwthe child is older.

The adage that "children are not little adults" is especially relevant in the previ
symposia, as it is today, though in this time period there is perhaps more known fr
a scientific standpoint than when we hosted the first feattgerings k is our hope
that this year's symposium will add to our knowledge and understanding to help u:
reach a better balance of what is known and understood, than what isn't known. It
also our sincere vision that as CEHI continues with its missidthat we will see a
day when infants and children will no longer be the "environmental sentinels" for
society as they are today, being the youngest members of society who manifest tt
most devastating effects of such exposures.

We hope that you wilfind the symposiuninformative, provocative, maybe
reassuring in some instances, but most importantly an opportunity to better define
your, and collectively our responsibilities to assure the protection of our mothers,
infants, and childremegardless ofhieir environmental circumstances.
